Lesson Plan
Title: Architecture Studio Openning_

Length: 1 Class Period

	Students in this class have been introduced to a TAB teaching pedagogy which centers around teaching students basic skills and materials in each studio and then giving them the freedom to explore and create in those studios as they learn to think and behave like artists.  They have opened the painting, drawing and collage studio so far and our individual conferences which center around asking students how they are acting like artists using their hands, heart and mind as well as class sharing time act as a pre-assessment for their ability to think and act like artists.  This lesson centers around introducing a new studio so our pre-assessment also includes a group discussion about the expectations and tools for this studio where students will be asked to define the difference between playing and building and playing and material exploration.



	Performance:

What will students accomplish as a result of this lesson? This can be presented to students in the form of a story. In this narrative the students take on a role and create a learning product about a specific topic for a certain audience. (RAFT – Role / Audience / Format / Topic)

	You are a developing artist learning to explore materials and tools the way an artist does.  You will be using these materials to build models and structures based on you personal conceptualized ideas.  The architecture studio will help you practice skills of planning, idea generation, exploration of materials, and creating tangible products from your ideas. You will also be learning how to upload your artwork to Artsonia as a form of documentation of a temporary structure. 



	Concepts:

	· After independent idea generation through observation of the world around them or idea cards, students will explore and build in the architecture studio. · After free exploration of the materials available in the architecture studio, students will build a tangible structure and document their creation on their online portfolio. · After observing several contemporary and historical artists who work in sculpture and architecture, students will be able to participate in a group discussion about the expressive features and characteristics of the artwork presented. · After creating a sculpture or architectural structure, students will be able to reflect on and discuss their decision making, idea generation, and problem solving with their class using artistic language. 	The TAB pedagogy naturally incorporates differentiation into its curriculum.  Students are encouraged to explore techniques and materials independently then choose the most appropriate medium for the expression of their ideas.  For students who struggle to come up with ideas, there are “idea cards” which provide them with prompts of structures or sculptures they can build. 

	In conceptualization of ideas students are allowed enough freedom to choose the method and material they are most comfortable with to express their chosen idea.

	When working in the studio, students are encouraged to challenge themselves to whatever level they see fit.  There are about ten different baskets of materials that can be explored and built with so they can choose a very complex building material if they choose.
	Students may build as complex or as simple of a structure as they desire, or they are welcome to work in a completely different studio.  Students who want to document their work can upload their artwork to their online portfolio.  Students are also encouraged to use the work they create in the architecture studio to inspire works of art in other studios (painting, collage, and drawing.)

The main addition of literacy has to do with public speaking.  During our studio time students are given “sharing stickers” and then asked to come up and verbalize their process and describe the product of their explorations in the studios using artistic language.  Students are also asked to read our studio notes and expectations during our group discussion prior to opening the architecture studio.

	Only six students will be allowed to work in the studio at once to avoid overcrowding and disputes over materials.



	Action to motivate/Inquiry Questions:  

Describe how you will begin the lesson to stimulate student’s interest. How will you pique their curiosity and make them interested and excited about the lesson? What inquiry questions will you pose? 	The motivation for this lesson will involve showing students examples of contemporary and historical architects and sculptural artists.  The chosen artists are meant to show students the possibilities of creating something amazing out of little material.  We will discuss the inherent characteristics of the artwork shown such as:
· What material do you think this artwork is made of? What do you think this artist’s inspiration was?

· How has this artist transformed this everyday material into something beautiful?

· How did this artist take inspiration from the landscape around this structure?

· Would you like to live in this house? Why?

· What materials did this artist use to create this sculpture? Can you identify the other material that transforms the materials and makes this sculpture work?



	Ideation/Inquiry: 

Ideation is the creative process of generating, developing, and communicating new ideas, where an idea is understood as a basic element of thought that can be visual, concrete or abstract.  List and describe inquiry questions and processes you will engage students in to help them develop ideas and plans for their artwork.

	TAB is designed to account for young people’s natural tendancy to generate ideas through play, exploration and imagination.  The goal is to teach students to be comfortable with the ambiguity of conceptualization and develop the courage to come up with many ideas, choose one, and carry it to fruition using the materials available. In this model of education students are taught how to use the tools and materials within each studio and are given the freedom to choose and explore their own ideas.  For students who struggle to come up with ideas, “Idea Cards” with suggestions on them will be provided, such as, “build a maze,” “build a garden,” “build something that floats on water,” etc.  Structures students generate will also be used as ideation tools for future works of art in other studios.




	Instruction:

	Day 1
	Instruction - The teacher will... (Be specific about what concepts, information, understandings, etc. will be taught.) Identify instructional methodology. KNOW (Content) and DO (Skill)
Teacher will ask students to enter the room and read the studio note on the board.  This tells students their learning target for the day.  I will know they are ready when they have a thumbs up on their heart and a bubble in their mouth.  I will ask one student showing ready with greatness to read the studio note to the class.
Teacher will go over expectations with students in a group-discussion manner asking students to compare and contrast creating vs. destroying and building vs. playing
Teacher will show examples of historical and contemporary artists and facilitate a group discussion about expressive features and characteristics of the artwork:

· What material do you think this artwork is made out of? What do you think this artist’s inspiration was?

· How has this artist transformed this everyday material into something beautiful?

· How did this artist take inspiration from the landscape around this structure?

· Would you like to live in this house? Why?

· What materials did this artist use to create this sculpture? Can you identify the other material that transforms the materials and makes this sculpture work?
Teacher will review studio routines/habits with students, the first of which is to set their learning targets for the day.
While students are working independently teacher will conduct individual conferences with students asking them to reflect on how they are thinking and working like artists using their head, heart and mind. 

Teacher will hand out sharing stickers to students who are using their heads, hearts, and minds to create works of art. At the end of class students will come up to talk about their artwork.

Teacher will announce Clean Up time: Students will put away their artwork first, then their supplies, and then help with chores such as tidying the studio, helping a friend, cleaning a table or the floor.

	Learning - Students will... i.e.: explore ideation by making connections,
comparing, contrasting; synthesize possibilities for each painting technique; etc.  (Be specific about what will be the intended result of the instruction as it relates to learning.) UNDERSTAND
Students will be practicing their daily studio routines and becoming familiar with the learning target for the day. 

Students will be investigating their ideas about the difference between playing and building.  They will be drawing on prior knowledge of their experience in the studios they’ve opened so far to investigate their ideas about how artists explore tools and materials.

Students will be observing contemporary and historical artwork and making their own evaluations about the expressive characteristics and qualities of the artwork.  They will be making connections between the artwork they can create in their architecture studio and the artwork created by real-world artists and architects.

Students will be reviewing the daily studio habits and routines and setting their learning target for the day.  This will give students a purpose for their work in their studios this day.
Students will be reflecting and using artistic language to describe the work they are doing in their studio.  Students will be exploring new materials, generating ideas, solving artistic problems and thinking and working like artists during their studio time.

Students will be working and thinking like artists during studio time.  During sharing time students will be reflecting on their artistic process and product using artistic language and their peers will be evaluating and analyzing their artwork.  Students will be given a chance to ask any questions they are wondering about. 

Students will be practicing learned routines for clean- up and showing personal responsibility for their studio the way artists do.
	Time


	Student reflective/inquiry activity:  

Sample questions and activities (i.e. games, gallery walk, artist statement, interview) intended to promote deeper thinking, reflection and refined understandings precisely related to the grade level expectations. 	Students will participate in sharing time where students who were picked for using their hands, hearts and minds during the day will be asked to verbalize their artistic choices, ideas, problem solving, and what they want to do next with their artwork.  These students will be reflecting on their artwork using artistic language and developing skills in talking about their artwork.  Their peers will be evaluating the artwork of the presenting artist and thinking about what they see, what they know about the artwork, and what they still wonder.  They will then ask the artist questions.
